Our conservation 
and offsetting initiatives will prioritize native species, habitats, and biodiversity 
hotspots, aiming to rehabilitate and restore degraded ecosystems.  
 
We are also committed to implementing afforestation and reforestation initiatives for 
developing, restoring and expanding forest ecosystems.

We will foster a culture of biodiversity awareness and environmental responsibility by 
educating our employees, host communities and stakeholders about the value of 
biodiversity, the threats it faces, and the importance of biodiversity conservation.
